- Living Haus Ruby WC IPA - Upp Collab - Strata, Krush, Citra, Strata Hyperboost and experimental YCH 803 Krush hop oil combine forces to give us an extremely 

tropical and red berry aroma with just the right amount of dankness in the finish (draft & cans available)
